What is DRV? Previous method for recording CC-TV on tape with tape-recording 
equipment is an analog type. Therefore, it is very inconvenient to change the tapes 
frequently and it lowers the quality of image.

Because digital systems store images electronically, they are much more flexible than their tape-
based counterparts. IBM's digital surveillance solutions can offer numerous advantages: 
 

• Digital video images of a crime in progress can be instantly transmitted over a wireless 
local area network to the local police headquarters.  



• The systems can be programmed to automatically notice irregularities, such as someone 
brandishing a weapon or walking the wrong way in a customs line at the airport. Without 
human intervention, digital video systems can zoom in on individual faces to improve the 
chances of identification.  

• A searchable index of digital images may be created, enabling authorized users to query 
the system to, for example, display every person who stopped in front of a certain door 
on a specific day.  

• The quality of the digital image does not deteriorate over time, whether it's stored on 
disk, magnetic tape, CD-ROM, DVD or is transmitted over a network.  

• Business applications can be integrated with a digital surveillance system to expand the 
functionality of the system. For example: a sensor can trigger a video camera, which 
then sends the image of a vehicle's license plate number to an application that compares 
the plate number with information in a database. Once the information is processed, the 
application can take the necessary action -- for example, raising a gate to permit access 
to a parking facility.  

• The use of an IP network to transmit images and data enables authorized access to the 
system from any device with an Internet connection.
